Maryland COVID-19 Emergency Relief
Manufacturing Fund

Commerce provided grants of up to $100,000 to
manufacturers to either ramp up or produce PPE and
other critical needs items (e.g., face shields and
ventilator parts).

Half of the funding was paid up front, while the other
half was paid upon completion of the deliverables.

$5 million put into the fund.

55 grants issued to approved businesses, totaling
approximately $4 million.
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Maryland COVID-19 Emergency Relief
Grant Fund for 501(c)6 Nonprofits

In August 2020, Commerce established this program
using $1 million of CARES Act funding.

This was targeted at organizations that might not have
qualified for earlier relief, including:

non-profit or community-based organizations;
iIndustry associations; business leagues; destination
marketing organizations; and local or regional
economic development entities.

$475,000 in grants were issued to 48 organizations.
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Maryland State Arts Council Grants

 The Maryland State Arts Council began accepting
applications for emergency relief grants in May 2020.

* From May 2020 - April 2021, MSAC offered four
rounds of emergency grant funding and an additional
fifth round to roster artists.

« Grants totaling $12,126,824 across 1,645 grants
were distributed throughout all 23 Maryland counties
and Baltimore City to arts organizations, independent
artists, county arts agencies, and Arts &
Entertainment Districts.
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Restaurant and Hotel Relief Funding in
2020

Commerce provided funds to local jurisdictions to
support restaurants and hotels.

Each county and Baltimore City received funds in
proportion to the number of restaurants.

Hotel funds were distributed based on hotel sales
tax.

$80 million total for restaurants; $50 million for hotels.

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Verifying Our Applications
Confirmed valid Ul and FEIN against state, federal
data.

Required applicants provide evidence of financial
loss.

Required proof of good standing.
Required proof of W2 employees.

Required applicant be an industry that does not
primarily engage in activities subject to the sales &
use tax.

Reviewed and removed all duplicate applications.
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Did Commerce Encounter Fraud?

Commerce identified three business, one in 2020 and
two in 2021, that appeared to have submitted falsified
documentation. These businesses did not receive
funds.

We are not aware of any fraudulent payments made
through our programs.

If fraud is discovered in the future, we would work
with the Office of the Attorney General to recoup the
funds and pursue legal action if necessary.
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Duplicate Checks

Processing errors did lead to 56 businesses receiving
duplicate checks and 4 recelving overpayments.

Most checks have either been returned or cancelled
OR businesses have agreed to repay the funds.

These were new programs, set up very quickly, to
service a much larger number of businesses than our
ordinary programs.

We essentially had to build the initial programs as
they were operating.
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
